NON-RESIDENT FEE CARDS

The St. Joseph County Public Library offers non-resident fee cards to those living outside of the state of
Indiana as well as to those living in Indiana who wish to purchase one.

The fee cards allow people who do not pay property taxes in St. Joseph County to put themselves on the
same footing as a St. Joseph County resident, by paying an amount equal to what the average person
pays in property taxes to SICPL each year. For one individual, that amount is $64.00.

In return for your fee, you receive a single non-resident fee card that may only be used by the cardholder.
In the past, SICPL has only offered fee cards to people who came into one of our branches. Now, under
the auspices of Local & Family History Services, anyone in the United States can obtain one by mail.

Just fill out the attached form and follow the instructions on it, and your fee card will be mailed to you.

With this card, you have the same access to services as a regular St. Joseph County resident. You can use

any of our subscription and free databases that allow us to provide access from outside our buildings,

including:

* Historical Chicago Tribune: searchable full-text articles from the Tribune, from the 1850s to 1985

* HeritageQuest Online: federal censuses, Revolutionary War pension files, Freedmen's Bank records,
searchable genealogy and history books, and PERSI (the PERiodical Source Index)

* Indiana Newspapers: searchable full-text articles from the past decade of the Evansville Courier &
Press, Ft. Wayne Journal-Gazette, the Gary Post-Tribune, and the South Bend Tribune Business Weekly

* Newspaper Archive: searchable actual article images from millions of American newspaper pages,
from many areas and time periods

e Sanborn Maps: historic birds’-eye view maps of Indiana, including Mishawaka, New Carlisle, North
Liberty, South Bend, and Walkerton

* South Bend Tribune Online Archives: searchable full-text articles, from March 1998 to the present
